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Information and requests for visitors
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We take visitors’ temperature using non-contact thermometers at the entrances.
Visitors who have a fever of 37.5 °C or higher will not be allowed to enter the museum.
To protect against the coronavirus (COVID-19), the museum asks that any

individuals who meet either of the following criteria to refrain from visiting museum:

*You have cold symptoms such as a fever, cough, sneeze, and a runny nose.
*You are in poor physical condition.
*You are a close contact of someone with COVID-19.

Please wash and sterilize your hands often.

Recommended to wear a mask and practice good etiquette when coughing.
In the galleries, try to keep a distance from other people.

Please let our staff know when you feel sick in the museum.
